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1. INTRODUCTION

The Congress Proceedings will be published in PDF format. Papers should be submitted electronically through the congress submission system, according to the announced deadlines. Each paper should have between 5 and 7 pages and be written in Portuguese, Spanish or English, according to the formatting instructions in this template. The final version, after revision according to the reviewers’ comments and suggestions, should be submitted in PDF format, as well as in MS Word format. At least one of the authors has to be registered for the paper to be included in the program. Note that each valid registration entitles the author to submit up to two papers.
2. GENERAL SPECIFICATIONS

The paper should be written in Spanish, Portuguese or English. All text of the manuscript must be located within a 17.0-cm by 25.2-cm rectangle of an A4 page, with margins as indicated in Table 1.

The text with the figures, tables and list of references should have an extension of 5 to 7 pages. Submitted files can not exceed 5 Mb.
3. TITLE, AUTHORS, INSTITUTIONS AND KEYWORDS

The first page should contain the title, authors and their affiliations, the abstract and the keywords. The following section should start on the second page and follow the recommended format.

3.1. Title

The title should be in Times New Roman, size of 14 pt, bold, capital letters and centered, with single line spacing.
3.2. Authors

Author should be identified by the full first and last names and no more than one initial (see the beginning of this document). Names must be in Times New Roman, 12 pt, bold, 12 pt below the title. The corresponding author should be identified with an asterisk (*).
3.3. Affiliation

The institution / company of each author should be in Times New Roman, 11 pt, 12 pt below the list of authors. There should be 12 pt line spacing between different institutions.

3.4. Abstract
The paper should contain a summary of the work, in Times New Roman, 12 pt, italic. The word “Abstract” in the first line should be in bold, normal style (not italics). The text should be justified and 12 pt below the last line of the authors’ Affiliation, as illustrated on the first page of these instructions.

3.5. Keywords

The keywords should be aligned to the left and written in Times New Roman 11 pt. The first line must start with 'Keywords', in bold, 12 pt below the last line of the Abstract. 
4. HEADINGS
4.1. Main headings
Main headings should be justified left and written in Times New Roman 11 pt, bold, capital letters. The line spacing should be 12 pt before and 6 pt after each title. 
4.2. Sub-heading
Sub-headings should be justified left and written in Times New Roman 11 pt, bold, capitalized letter in the first word. The line spacing should be 12 pt before and 6 pt after each title. 
5. HEADER AND FOOTER
As shown in this template, the header includes the Paper code. The footer includes the reference of the Congress and the page number. 

6. TEXT

The text will be written in Times New Roman, 11 pt, single spacing, justified and in a single column. Any extra space between paragraphs should not be used.

7. NUMBER OF PAGES

The papers will be referenced in the Proceedings by authors’ name, title and thematic area. The page numbers should be in Times New Roman, 11 pt., right aligned and at the footer.

8. FIGURES

All figures must be numbered consecutively and identified by its caption. Figure captions should be in Times New Roman, 10 pt, centered.

There should be a space of 6 pt between each figure and its caption, and a 12 pt space between the main text and the top of the figure, as well as between the last line of the caption and the following text.

Figures should be located in the text.

9. EQUATIONS
Equations should be numbered with numerals in parentheses. Equations should be centered and separated from the text with a space of 6 pt before and after.

10. TABLES

All tables should be numbered consecutively and identified with the respective caption, centered and written in Times New Roman, 10 pt.

A 6 pt space between table and caption, and a 12pt space should be left between the table and the text (previous and next).

11. REFERENCES

Within the text of the manuscript, bibliographical sources are to be cited by giving the last name(s) of the author(s) and the year of publication.  The year should always be in parentheses.  The two possibilities are illustrated as follows:  


Albert (1957) showed that the blend was azeotropic.  

or:
It was shown that the blend was azeotropic (Albert, 1957).  

When there are two authors, the names of both should be cited, e.g.:  


Albert and Klaus (1981) observed that the blend was azeotropic.  

or:
It was observed that the blend was azeotropic (Albert and Klaus, 1981).  

When there are three authors or more, only the lead author of the source should be cited. The names of the other authors should be designated by et al. in italics, e.g.:


Lee et al. (1982) observed that the blend was azeotropic.  

or:
It was observed that the blend was azeotropic (Lee et al., 1982).  

When the same author and the same year of publication are cited from more than one source, the sources should be distinguished in the text by adding the small letter "a" to the year of publication of the first source cited, "b" for the second source, and so on, e.g.,  


Klaus (1980a) discovered … and further on in the text:  


Klaus also pointed out (1980b) that …  

12. CONCLUSIONS

The paper should have a final section containing some conclusions and key findings obtained with the work to be presented at the Congress.

· Abstracts should be submitted in PDF format at the Congress site.

· Papers should take 5-7 pages, written in Spanish, Portuguese or English, according to the formatting instructions in this document.

· Authors of accepted papers will receive a notification of acceptance.

· The manuscripts should be submitted in MS Word format as well as in PDF format at the Congress site.
· Papers to be submitted to a Special Issue of a peer review International Journal must be written in English.

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REFERENCES
References are to be placed at the end of the manuscript in alphabetical order by the last name of the first author.  All sources cited in the text have to be listed in the list of references in alphabetical order of the author's name, or of the lead author’s name (if there are several authors) at the end of the manuscript.  The sources should be listed in the standard APA (American Psychological Association) style as follows:  

1-Article from a periodical

Establishments can be considered authors when they assume main responsibility for the text and their publications reflect their collective opinions or activities.
